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03 APPLIANCE OVERVIEW
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04 BEFORE USE

After storage or transportation at low temperatures,
keep the appliance in a warm room for two hours
before turning it on.

Remove all packaging materials from the appliance.
Make sure that the accessories of the appliance fit the
description, and that the appliance is not damaged.

Wipe the body of the appliance with a damp cloth. Wash
all removable parts and accessories with warm water
and mild detergent. Wait until they are completely dry.

Make sure that the mains voltage corresponds to
the voltage specified in the appliance’s technical
specification.

Hold the head (7) and insert it into the body inlet.
Move the locker (9) to the & position.
Place the auger (6) into the head, long end first.

Place the cutting blade (5) onto the auger with the
blade facing the front. If it is not fitted properly, meat
will not be ground.
Take the grind plate you need and put next to the
cutting blade, fitting protrusions in the slot.
Support or press the center of the grind plate with
one finger then screw the fixing ring tight with another
hand. Do not over-tighten.
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7. Place the filling tray on the head and

fix it into position.

Place the appliance on a firm and stable surface.

Note: you can also change the assembly order as follows:
first assemble the head (auger, blade, grind plate and ring)

and then install it in the appliance bodly.

Preparing meat for processing

If the meat has been frozen, it must be defrosted. Remove
bones, tendons, hard cartilage and excess fat. Cut the meat

into small pieces of approximately 20 x

20 x 60 mm. They

should pass freely through the opening of the tray.

Using the Reverse function

While the appliance is running, meat may become
wrapped around the auger. To remove the blockage, turn
the appliance off, wait at least 30 seconds and press the
reverse button . The auger will start to rotate in the reverse
direction. To stop the reverse motion, press * again.

It is recommended to unplug the appliance and clean
the head of any stuck meat, but you can also continue
grinding meat. Wait at least 30 seconds before switching
the appliance on again.

06 CLEANING & MAINTENANCE

Before cleaning the appliance, always unplug it and wait
until it cools down. Clean it after each use.

WARNING!
The blade is very sharp, please pay attention.

e Remove the filling tray. Remove the head by moving
the locker to &, and then remove the fixing ring, grind
plate, blade and auger.

e Clean the body with a slightly damp cloth or sponge,
without using abrasive detergents, metal sponges or
brushes. Do not immerse the body in water!

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e Remove any food remains. Wash all removable parts
with warm water and mild detergent. Do not use
abrasive, chlorine-containing substances or organic
solvents. Do not wash any parts in the dishwasher!

e Thoroughly dry all parts and the body before storing
the appliance or before using it again. We recommend
wiping the grind plates and the blade with vegetable
oil. Place the grind plates in the special storage

compartment in the appliance housing.
